Extension Activity:

Either collect empty packets of cigarettes or cut out pictures from advertisements.  Ask the children to try and find out how much it costs to buy 10 or 20 cigarettes.  Have a class discussion about how many packets of cigarettes some people might smoke in a day, a week, a month.  Write these on the board and multiply them by the cost per packet.  Discuss how much they might spend and think about what else they could buy if they didn’t smoke.  Create a large class collage with the equations of daily, weekly, monthly, six monthly, yearly, five yearly and ten yearly use and ask the children to cut out pictures from catalogues or holiday magazines and paste them on the collage to show what could be bought over each period if a person stopped smoking.
