Scenarios on Peer Pressure

Scenario 1:

Peter and Jo are in the local corner shop. Peter is hungry and wants a chocolate bar, but doesn’t have enough money to buy one. Jo suggests he takes one anyway. She offers to distract the shopkeeper while Peter takes one. Jo says its won’t matter, it isn’t hurting anyone, and its only one chocolate bar. 

Scenario 2:

Kate and Laura are left at home at Laura’s house. Her Mum has left some items on the side to put away later. There is an opened bottle of wine there. Kate’s Mum let her have some wine with Sunday lunch once and she liked the taste. She tells Laura it’s really nice and that they should try some. No one would notice, the bottle is open anyway. 

Scenario 3:

Allan and Jay are invited to a party. Jay is really shy and doesn’t want to go because he won’t know anyone. Allan knows everyone, and says he will introduce Jay. When they get there, Allan stays with Jay and introduces him to all his friends. 

Scenario 4:
Sarah and Brian really like each other. They spend lots of time together. Some people at school keep saying things about them, which make them feel really uncomfortable, so they have stopped spending time together. Their friends Zoe and Richard think that they should ignore what others say. They agree to hang around as a four in order to allow Sarah and Brian to spend time together without people saying nasty things.
