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Teacher’s Notes





	Penis


Spongy tissue of the penis is called the “corpora cavernosa” which fills with blood to cause an erection. 





	Urethra


Tube which runs the length of the penis. 





	Scrotum


The sack of skin which holds the testicles.





	Testicle 


Where the male hormone – testosterone and the sperm are made.  (At the back of these sits the epididymis which is a bumpy soft tube where the sperm matures.)





	Vas Defrens


The tube which takes the sperm from the epididymis to the ejaculatory duct, past the cowpers gland (produces pre-cum which reduces acidity and lubricates the urethra) and down the urethra.





	Prostate Gland


	- Produces the fluid which makes up semen.





 7.  	Seminal Vesicle


	- Produces the fluid that mixes with the sperm and contains sugar to feed the sperm.





8.  	Bladder


	- Processes urine.
