Effects on health:


Pelvic infection in women and infection in testicles in men that might cause fertility problems.





Caused by:


Bacteria











Symptoms:�Symptoms include burning/stinging when having a pee, thick green discharge from the vagina or penis, pain low down in the abdomen.  Many men and women may not get any symptoms when they first catch it.

















Treatment:


Antibiotics  - sometimes a one-off dose.





The partner must also be treated, with no sex until medication is completed.

Antibiotics for at least a week .  The partner must also be treated, with no sex until  medication is completed.





Symptoms:


Symptoms include burning/stinging when 


having a pee, discharge from the vagina or penis





But 70% of women and 50% of men may not get any symptoms for a long time 














Effects on health:


Pelvic infection in women and infection in testicles in men that might cause fertility problems.  Can also affect the eyes and joints.


Can be passed to babies in child-birth – it affects their eyes and lungs

Treatment:


 Treatments can help to reduce           the symptoms and pain but they don’t make the infection go away.








Symptoms:


Small painful blisters �or sores in the genital area �that last a week or two. 


�Also tingling or itching; feeling ‘flu –like & pain or burning when having a pee








Effects on health:


Normally none, long term, but the symptoms usually recur and this can be quite upsetting. 





Caused by:


A virus

Freezing or special creams. May need to repeat treatments and they may come back again.
